1. Uniforms
We would like to appreciate all the parents who put in effort to collect the uniforms before the beginning of the term. This enabled
us to avoid congestlon on the first day of school.

Daycare program are picked between 12:30pm and 1:00pm while those on the Daycare program are served lunch at 1:00pm,
evening tea at 3:30pm and must be picked by 6:00pm.

4. Orientation Meeting
We wish to invite you for the Orientation Meeting scheduled for Saturday 14% February, 2026 at 10:00am at the school. In this
meeting, you will get more information about the following; the School Background, General School Timetable/Routine, Brief

5. School Transport Scheme
